The proposed amenity building and 
plaza includes clubhouse, restrooms, 
change rooms, storage for sports and 
kitchen use for the festival.

Low berms provide a buffer between 
uses and informal seating for 
spectators.

Sports fi elds are raised by 1.5 metre 
to address drainage problems.

Optional parking if required. Would 
provide close accessible parking to 
primary park amenities.

Buffer planting along 5th Ave park 
edge provides defi nition to this side of 
the park and shields undesirable views 
of the street.

By shifting the internal road to the 
west, a larger space is created that 
would allow the Fair and Festival sites 
to expand if needed. Also helps calm 
traffi c.
